IAD Travel Fellowship
Application conditions:
1. Applicants must be trainee members of the IAD working in the UK or Ireland.
2. Travel Fellowships are intended for members who wish to visit centres or to attend specific dermatological meetings overseas. 
3. Preference will be given to those who are presenting or who have also arranged to visit a dermatology department near the meeting requested. 
4. Applications must be made in advance of the meeting to be attended or visit to be made. Retrospective applications will not be considered. 
5. Fellowships will not be awarded for the IAD Meetings.
6. Any additional funding applied for or received must be disclosed on the application form. 
7. To enable as many trainees as possible to attend academic meetings, recipients of travel scholarships, once their scholarship is assigned to a specific meeting are requested to decline other offers of sponsorship for the same meeting.

8. Applicants must electronically submit a completed application form; a summary of how this fellowship would benefit their dermatological career; copies of any abstract(s) submitted; and a copy of their short CV.
NB - applications are judged on merit, with the following criteria being important: 
a) Quality of abstract - as a general rule oral presentations score higher than posters, and original research scores higher than case reports; 
b) Quality of meeting - scientific/specialist society meetings score higher than clinical meetings; 
c) Quality of CV; 
9. d) Associated work - such as work/research in other departments, special projects, lecturing or observing in other departments - is advantageous.
10. Applications not containing the correct paperwork as detailed in 7) above will not be accepted.
11. Applications should be sent to iad@outlook.ie or info@irishdermatologists.ie 
12. The closing date for applications will be 30th November annually 
13. Fellowship winners must submit a report of approximately 500 words within one month of completing the period overseas.
